Baby Your Baby By Phone was started during FYO1 to address the increasing need for women in Salt Lake County to obtain Presumptive Eligibility (PE). PE sites in the Salt
Lake County area restricted PE to the sites' own clients only, which left women seeing private providers with virtually no access to PE. To address the need, a half-time staff
member accepts "phone appointments" and processes PE applications via telephone interview and receipt of pregnancy verification. This strategy has been effective in
reducing the waiting time for PE appointments, thus facilitating early entry into prenatal care. The WIC Program is working collaboratively with the Immunization Program to
promote up-to-date immunization status among 2-year old WIC participants in the state. The Immunization Program has provided WIC clinics with incentives to give to parents
of 2-year-olds who are current on their immunizations when evaluated by local WIC clinic staff.

b. Population-Based Services:
(max 2500 characters)

The Newborn Screening Program began screening for hemoglobinopathies (sickle cell) during FYO1. Varicella and Hepatitis A are required for school entry as of July 1, 2002.
State rules were amended to incorporate these new requirements.

c. Infrastructure Building Services:
(max 2500 characters)

PRAMS data on adequacy of prenatal care have been used to identify barriers to prenatal care. A provider survey and focus groups of women who received inadequate
prenatal care have been conducted. Provider survey responses have provided information about provider practices and office policies. Focus group responses have provided
information about barriers to prenatal care and beliefs about the value of prenatal care. The Division has pulled together a Perinatal Taks Force to begin examining the findings
from these two data sources to develop interventions or strategies to improve Utah's pregnancy outcomes. MCH staff has worked with Medicaid and others on the development
of a pediatric quality improvement collaborative model that will involve pediatric providers engaging in quality improvement projects in practices. UPIQ (Utah Pediatric
Partnership to Improve Healthcare Quality) is a collaborative effort of the Utah Department of Health, Utah Chapter of the American Academy of Pediatrics, University of Utah
Department of Pediatrics, Intermountain Health Care, and Healthinsight, Utah's PRO.CSHCN continues to work on infant and toddler mental health.The CSHCN Medical Home
project is progressing with six private practices (five pediatric and one family practice) involved in the project at this time.
